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1 Reason for Contribution

The newly created ETWS needs a problem statement to kick off the work.
2 Summary of Contribution

A starting point for reviewing the suggested problems with BAC and some potential areas to investigate solutions is outlined in section 3.
3 Detailed Proposal

During the TP meeting in Athens, there was a suggestion that a review of the BAC WG be undertaken to see whether the existing structure of the OMA TP is right.  The following issues were suggested as being problems with the existing structure including all the current work in BAC:

1. Nearly 30% of OMA’s work items are active in BAC

2. Some problems with recruiting leadership positions for BAC

3. Some of the SWGs in BAC have higher participation than most of the TP WGs

4. The work in BAC is not sufficiently reported to TP

During the work of the AHG, we should consider the above issues, and add to them if necessary, then review any proposals for change, which could include creating new WGs from the work in BAC, adding other existing TP WGs into BAC or elsewhere, making more communication by requesting direct BAC SWG reporting into TP, etc.
