Corporate Chat
Use case summary:
This use case presents a use case where employees in a firm are able to invite or join colleagues that are mobile and possibly involved with several operators, can chat securely and keep a journal of the discussions.

The different employees can all be mobile or some (inviter or invitee) may be non mobile and use other VoIP solutions (e.g. voice chat) deployed in the Corporate intranet.
Eventually, interworking / interoperability between such voice collaboration and other (instant) messaging collaboration are considered (e.g. SMS exchanges converted to voice and conversely etc…)
Analysis Summary:

Today, the PoC enabler does not include requirements for interoperabnility / interworking:

· With other OMA enabler in general
· OMA enabler located across domains (e.g. intranet or internet versus one or multiple operators)

· With fixed voice solutions:

· Voice Chat applications

· VoIP

· PSTN 

· Etc…

As a result, enterprise can’t as easily integrate PoC in their mainstream white call business process.

Eventually, it is challenging to merge PoC features across multiple operator (e.g. group management, …) and across domains (e.g. floor control).
