This document is the technical report produced by the OMA Enterprise BOF. 

It aims at:

· Identifying and analyzing key enterprise mobilization use cases

· Identifying and analyzing the challenges met today by enterprise when mobilizing their existing and new applications. 
· Providing technical recommendations to address these challenges:

· Through recommendations for ongoing and future OMA activities 

· Initiating new dedicated activities within OMA
· Identifying the OMA challenges to appropriately consider holistic usage of enablers by and across the different actors in the value chain as a consequence of the challenges identified for enterprises mobilization.

In this technical report, enterprises are understood as one type of actor in the overall mobile value chain: a service provider serving the needs of its employees. Challenges to be addressed and proposed recommendations are of one of the following type:

· Shared with other actors: 

· Addressing these challenges will improve adoption and usage through the industry. Needs of all the actors are considered when attempting to address these.

· Specific to enterprises:

· Constraints imposed by the needs of other actors are considered.

· New considerations.

Throughout this technical report, the overall value chain is kept in mind and it should not be inferred that the presented analyses are exclusive to enterprise or can be addressed by activities dedicated solely to enterprises issues.

Eventually, this technical report intends first and foremost to raise the awareness of OMA and the mobile industry in general of the challenges met by enterprise and the importance of addressing them. Therefore, the technical report should be understood as providing a preliminary survey of the issues which is by no means exhaustive. 

The report does not address processes internal to enterprises. It does not aim at fixing them, but may identify implications of such typical processes or practices.
