3 Detailed Proposal

Here is an additional proposed problem statement for the BOF’s consideration:
Although there is good technical expertise applied within the working groups on enabler development, and on some cross-enabler harmonization, the focus on producing co-ordinated results across all enablers could be significantly improved.  We need to provide better high level technical guidance to achieve our goals.  There is insufficient focus on identification of the necessary horizontal enablers, and the work to complete the specification of the ones already identified is too slow.  For example, multiple (if not all?) WGs have requirements that deal with a user’s profile or preferences.  Every RD activity spends time specifying requirements dealing with the information stored in such a profile and how it is managed.  Almost every WI, RD, and specification deals with the notion of authorized principals who manage, access, set, and delegate permissions for enabler operations or data.  WGs spend time understanding, wording, and clarifying requirements and then mechanisms to handle this authorization process.  By not having defined (at some level of detail) these horizontal enablers, some WGs even postulate conflicting views of what some of these enablers should do. Other possible horizontal enabler examples include security enablers, enabler discovery and registration, etc.
These problems force duplicative work in OMA’s WGs which delays specification completion and resulting market rollouts.  The problems also will cause difficulties in the future when some enablers make use of other enablers, but have different underlying assumptions (e.g., what information is maintained in a user profile or an enabler directory).
4 Intellectual Property Rights
