6 Scenarios
6.1 Contact List Manage in MSC

Interactivity is the most magnetic feature in MSC. Users can publish his/her pictures in his/her personal space, and other users who have subscribed his/her picture will receive a notification. User can make comments on the picture. They can discuss with each other on the same topic.  Through this kind of interactivity, users will find that there are many others have the same interests. For example, they all like the same star and wild land exploration. So they want to make friends with each other and be added in others contact list.  This use case describes how the MSC user adds/deletes other user information in/from his/her contact list in MSC.  

6.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Alice, Joe and Bob are MSC Users. Alice adds Joe in her contact list. Alice deletes Bob from her contact list.
6.1.2 Actors

Alice, Joe and Bob are MSC User.
6.1.3 Pre-conditions

· Joe is not in Alice’s contact list.
· Bob is in Alice’s contact list.
6.1.4 Post-conditions
· Joe is added in Alice’s contact list.
· Bob is not in Alice’s contact list.
6.1.5 Normal Flow
6.1.5.1 Add flow
1） Alice finds a blog page which is written by Joe in the home page of MSC. She accesses the Joe’s personal space. Alice finds that she want add Joe in her contact list to become close friends by reading Joe’s blog articles and viewing Joe’s pictures.
2） Alice clicks the button “Add in my contact list”.
3） MSC system will send a message to Joe to notify him that Alice want to add him in her contact list and ask for the permission.
4） Joe can find who Alice is by clicking the links on the notification message. If Joe wants to be a friend of Alice, Joe agrees.
5） Alice receives a message which shows that Joe has agreed to be added in her contact list, and then the name Joe is in Alice’s contact list.
Alternative flow:
4) If Joe also wants to add Alice in his contact list, he clicks the link “Add Alice in my contact list” in the notification message.

5) MSC system will send a message to Alice to notify him that Joe want to add him in her contact list and ask for the permission.

6) If Alice wants to be a friend of Joe, Alice agrees.

7) Joe receives a message which shows that Alice has agreed to be added in his contact list, and then the name Alice is in Joe’s contact list.
6.1.5.2 Delete flow
1） Alice opens her contact list in MSC.  Some contacts are listed in the web page.
2） Alice enters “Bob” in a textbox, and clicks “Search contact” button.
3） All contacts name like “Bob” are listed in the search result page, such as “Bobance”.

4） Alice checks the checkbox displayed before the item “Bob”, and clicks “Delete” button.
5） Bob is not in Alice’s contact list.
Alternative Flow:
2) Alice find “Bob” is list in the fist contact list page.
3) Alice checks the checkbox displayed before the item “Bob”, and clicks “Delete” button.
4) Bob is not in Alice’s contact list.
