The User wishes the search results could meet his/her preferences. After the searching results are returned, User can choose to pick up what he desired and subscribe them if they are not free.

3. The Service Provider makes available to the MobSrch Server the searching keywords and information about the User’s profile, related to his/her preferences to receive searching contents; then the MobSrch Server will be able to decide which content suits better User’s preferences. 
4. The MobSrch Server acquires the matching contents from the Content Provider and return them to the User.
5. The User picks up the contents he/she desired and subscribes them if they are not free.
