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1 Reason for Contribution

A well defined definition of Mobile Search may help the OMA members to fully understand what would be worked on in the MobSrch-BoF.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposed a definition of ‘Mobile Search’ and provides text to the Final Report to TP or to the WP of MobSrch-BoF.  It tries to clarify the scope of MobSrch and to answer some common questions.
3 Detailed Proposal

What is Mobile Search in OMA?
The Mobile Search (MobSrch) is an OMA enabler which enables the Service Providers to deploy a searching facility on the mobile application or services.  
The most difference between the traditional internet search and OMA MobSrch enabled service is that MobSrch would using service information to assist the user get more precise result set at any time and any where.  The service information includes user’s service profile, presence and location, and data stored on user’s device.  The OMA MobSrch enabled service should protect user’s privacy by limiting unauthorized searching into the user’s information.  And the OMA MobSrch enabled service should charge the user according to designated policy.
The OMA MobSrch enabled service could simplify its complexity by using a standardized MobSrch querying interface to query and a standardized resource format to provide base resource for search engine.  The OMA MobSrch may not try to standardize various search engine technologies, but it could define an adaptor to using commercial search engines or dedicated OMA search engine.
The OMA MobSrch may not limit the users searching within the scope of certain area, such as Internet, mobile services, mobile device, etc. The scope could be changed by mobile application or services to keep maximum flexibility.

The OMA MobSrch enabler provides a unified set of non-overlapped searching capabilities and cooperated with other OMA enablers to ensure the easy using environment of content-rich mobile services in the future.
