	“(a) Contributions may be made to the Open Mobile Alliance by members of the Liberty Alliance who are also members of the Open Mobile Alliance only in their capacity as Open Mobile Alliance member(s) under the Open Mobile Alliance membership rules, including its IPR policy.
(b) Contributions may be made to the Liberty Alliance by members of the Open Mobile Alliance who are also members of the Liberty Alliance only in their capacity as Liberty Alliance member(s) under the Liberty Alliance membership rules, including its IPR policy. “


	Normative reference to Liberty Specifications
	“Each party may make normative references to the Specifications (published) of the other party pursuant to each party’s internal policies regarding the same.”

	Observers
	“Within the Work Areas, (i) at the invitation of the chairperson of the relevant group of the hosting party or (ii) if, at the request of the other party, that chairperson so agrees, an Observer from the Open Mobile Alliance or its specification/expert groups may be permitted to attend and, again subject to the limitations set forth below, participate in Liberty Alliance’s relevant working/expert or regional interest groups.  Similarly, an Observer from Liberty Alliance or its working/expert/regional groups may be permitted to attend and similarly participate in the Open Mobile Alliance’s specification/expert groups or technical body.  In all of the above circumstances, such attendance is subject to the agenda containing items of mutual interest (as determined by the chairperson of the technical body/group).  Such Observers may also be permitted to attend meetings of the relevant subordinate technical groups/bodies.  The chairperson of the relevant group/technical body may designate any part(s) of the meeting as “closed” and the other party’s representatives may not attend or participate in such “closed” sessions.”
