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1 Reason for Contribution

As a result of a discussion and to-do from the October 25 PAI conference call, this contribution explains the relationship of various Parlay elements to OMA elements, and proposes text to be put into the PAI report.
2 Summary of Contribution

ParlayX APIs and Parlay SCFs correspond closely to OMA I0 interfaces and OMA enablers respectively.
3 Detailed Proposal

Contribution OMA-PAI-2007-0004-INP_PIOSE_as_Architectural_Analysis points out the architectural relationship of Parlay elements and the OSE.  A slide 6 conclusion is that ParlayX APIs are analogous to the OSE concept of I0 interfaces.  That is, the ParlayX web service bindings provide a mechanism that can access the underlying Parlay functions just as OSE enabler I0 interfaces provide a mechanism to access underlying OMA enabler components.  Further, another conclusion is that Parlay SCFs are analogous to OMA enablers.

Further, the Parlay SCFs are analogous to OMA enablers.”
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
