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1 Reason for Contribution

A particular point that should be evaluated in the Pros and Cons is the difference between the current status (how the work has been achieve until know in OMA regarding parlay assets) and the potential affiliation status regarding benefits and risk of fragmentation, misalignment with ETSI/3GPP owned specification.

PAI impact on OMA Enabler A:  10 requirements overlapping X requirement out of scope Z requirement to be integrated. Estimate amount of work: 1 month.

OMA Enabler B, Architecture phase

PAI impact on OMA Enabler B: minimum/ maximum, need a new release or not.
Pros and cons:
Pros: all requirements done in the same place, one liaison and coordination process is not needed anymore (faster process etc)

Cons: the spec is hosted by 3GPP coordination is still needed, potential fragmentation etc…
