This paragraph starts with a liaison sent by 3GPP to OMA in 2004 (document 2004-306 under the TP portal ) and lists the different interaction of OMA, from various working group with 3GPP or Parlay groups until now. There was some relationship before, but they are not reflected here.
What happened in 2004 on the OMA side:

Having a look at the different working groups (liaison, contributions and minutes) it appears the following:

All groups had received a liaison and an additional contribution from an OMA member presenting the ParlayX web-service specification.

In MWS: doc 2004-0059 and doc 2004-0063

In MCC: doc 2004-0129R01 and OMA-MCC-2004-0153-Final-dissemination-of-information-in-landscape-report-for-Parlay

In MWG: Doc 2004-0117 and doc 2004-0204
The only group having send a response to Parlay is the MCC group and relates to the Mobile Charging landscape that evaluate multiple works done by multiple external groups.

None of the above groups sent liaison to the initial sender: 3GPP; TP never responded either.

OMA MCC thanks Parlay TAC for the review effort, and wishes to provide the following response:

· MCC confirms that the Parlay Web Service APIs mentioned in the liaison statement from Parlay will be further studied and considered for possible fit for web services bindings in OMA Charging Enabler 1.1

· MCC informs Parlay TAC that architecture and specification work for release 1.1 of the OMA Charging Enabler was initiated in the OMA Bangkok meeting on June 11th, and that the work will continue in the next OMA meeting in August. MCC intends to provide more detailed feedback and questions to Parlay TAC as to the fit of the named Parlay APIs for fulfilling OMA charging requirements as work progresses. However, this is unlikely to take place before late-August due to the large number of parallel work activities in OMA MCC.

In addition MCC sent to Parlay the liaison in document 

OMA-LS_241-OMA_MCC_to_Parlay_TAC_Charging_mapping_to_Payment_API-20071017-A
The OMA Mobile Commerce and Charging Working Group has studied the Parlay X Web Service specifications provided by Parlay TAC, in particular TS 29.199-6 which specifies the Payment API Web Service, and considered the possibility to base the Web Service binding of the OMA CH-2 interface (online charging) on this existing definition.

Two documents proposing how this could be realised have been attached to this liaison statement. The MCC WG kindly asks Parlay TAC to review these contributions and provide feedback particularly as to the correct interpretation and application of the Parlay X Payment API specifications.

Is seems MCC is one group that could be interested in working on the 3GPP TS 29.199-6 specification .
PAG:

It seems no work related to OSA/Parlay has happened

MWG:

There was a join workshop in San Francisco, February 2007 between OMA and Parlay which was followed by an exchange of specification (RD, AD etc) with OMA MWG.

The latest status seems to be described in document OMA-LS_223-MWG_to_Parlay_MMS_1_3_review-20070709-A:
The OMA MWG reviewed the analysis made by Parlay TAC on the OMA MMS 1.3 Enabler release and is pleased to provide the following information:

· We confirm that the OMA MMS 1.3 Enabler itself specifies transactions between the MMS Client (at the end-user device) and the MMS Proxy-Relay only, and therefore transactions with Value-Added Service Providers (VASPs) are not directly addressed within this enabler.

· Please note however that the OMA MWG-MMS Sub-Working Group (MWG-MMSG) has been closely collaborating with 3GPP and 3GPP2 and is providing maintenance of their specifications (3GPP TS 23.140 and 3GPP2 X.S0016-200), which do specify transactions with VASPs. These specifications are currently in “frozen” status and no further development work is foreseen.

The OMA MWG also thanks the Parlay TAC for the references to the Parlay Multimedia Messaging API and Parlay X Multimedia Messaging Web Service specifications. We will inform you in due course should we have specific interests related to these specifications in the future.
