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1 Reason for Contribution

To introduce text, suitable for inclusion in the TP affiliation integration assessment report, that presents a recommendation to affiliate Parlay into OMA and identifies benefits and considerations that arise from such an affiliation. Presently the TP report has been structured to include a ‘Pros and Cons’ section, however rather than debate an exhaustive list, this contribution seeks to introduce initial content that may be supplemented through further contribution.

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution seeks to establish a recommendation in favour of Parlay affiliation into OMA and in so doing present a number of identified benefits.

Change 1:  Pros and Cons Section 3.4

3.4 Pros and Cons

Pros: 
· Delivering a unified, coherent and consistent SDO to work on APIs. The mission of OMA is to define services and enablers. By providing APIs, the OMA services and enablers shall be readily exposed to applications and developers.

· Enabling the developer community to more easily develop services on top of APIs and OMA enablers.

· Align APIs and Web Services with OMA enablers.
· Avoid conflict and redundancy in the definition of APIs between what is defined in Parlay and what is defined in OMA. For example avoid redundancy on APIs, as well as on web service framework between Parlay and OMA
· Current OMA ARC mandate ideally places OMA ARC to take co-ordination role and ensure API consistency with other OMA Working groups and across industry e.g. with 3GPP.

· The PIOSE CRR identifies the architectural fit between OMA OSE and Parlay, and the means to expose functional APIs to expand OMA enablers' effectiveness.

· The Parlay Accelerator Process is a way to fast track developer engagement, addressing a gap in developer advocacy for OMA

Cons:
· OMA shall need to learn from the lessons of the Parlay Accelerator and to adapt and apply such a process to OMA needs as appropriate in order to expedite OMA workflow timelines.

Change 2:  Recommendation Section 5

Some of the benefits of bringing the Parlay APIs and Parlay X Web Services more closely together in OMA will be to not only better expose Parlay APIs and web services to OMA, but also to promote easier access to and exploitation of both Parlay and OMA enablers in the global developer community, fostering greater data services adoption as per the OMA Mission Statement. Whilst there may be some organisational and interaction issues to address with ETSI/3GPP, on balance it is recommend to proceed with the affiliation of The Parlay Group into OMA.
