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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

OMA IMPS v1.x Specification work was originated in June 2002 in Wireless Village, and was brought into OMA as a technical activity when Wireless Village was integrated into OMA on October 1 2002. OMA IMPS WG was continuing to maintain these specifications under the past charter for that working group. After restructuring decisions by OMA Technical Plenary in September 2003, the maintenance of these specifications was decided to be moved into the Messaging WG. In addition, since the original work item was drafted there has been changes overall OMA processes. A minor revision of the original work item (OMA-TP-2003-0075-WV_V1X_Work_Item) is warranted to reflect current OMA structure, involvement of the additional OMA groups and impact of updated OMA processes.

In addition, the following justification applies to this work item:

· Market requirements from OMA Requirements WG will most likely include some requisite enhancements that are needed to the specifications to optimize the deployment opportunity for the OMA IMPS v1.x technology. This will result in specification Change Requests (CR). This work item provides descriptive support for this activity area.

· OMA IMPS IOT events, that target OMA IMPS v1.x based implementations, result in occasional Trouble Reports (TR) that need processing into specification Change Requests (CR). This work item provides descriptive support for this activity area.

· There might be some impact from SIP/SIMPLE presence and instant messaging work and its interoperability consideration towards IMPS v1.x. The process for feedback and joint-work to solve the identified issue must take place and may result in Change Requests (CR).

· OMA membership implementation experience will generate questions about specification clarify or typographical inconsistencies. These will lead to requests for correction to the published specifications. This feedback will also result in Change Requests (CR).

Deliverable(s):

Deliverables associated with this work item may include the following:

· OMA requirements document for OMA IMPS v1.x specification releases

· Change request documents specific to individual documents within an OMA IMPS v1.x specification package.

· Revised individual documents within an OMA IMPS v1.x specification package.

· Change request documents specific to individual Enabler Test Specifications associated with a revised OMA IMPS v1.x specification package.

· Revised individual Enabler Test Specifications associated with a revised OMA IMPS v1.x specification package.

· Intra-OMA work group liaison and liaison response documents.

· OMA technical reports related to Best-Common-Practices or corrigendum related to OMA IMSP v1.x specification packages.
