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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The OMA Location Architecture Overview, proposed in this WI, will provide an end to end description of a comprehensive Location architecture, including functionality to be developed in the future by the Location WG. This new work that is uncovered in development of the Architecture Overview will lead to future work items to continue the work in specific areas at lower levels of detail. There are 3 deliverables in the current WI: 1) Use cases; 2) High level requirements; 3) Location Architecture Overview. Use Cases will be used to generate Requirements which will in turn be used to guide development of the Location Architecture Overview.
The diagram below illustrates the expected deliverables of the present work item and the intention to use this work item as a driver for future work items in specific areas so that OMA technical specifications will be generated for those areas. 
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The first deliverable is a document containing market-driven use cases that describe the various location usage scenarios (i.e. expected user experience) that the Location architecture must support. The document should contain flows to describe the user experience when utilizing location in applications and services. Use cases document will be “socialized” with Requirements WG for approval and further maintenance.

The second deliverable is a document containing high-level requirements derived from the agreed-upon use cases above. These requirements are market-driven and will be “socialized” with Requirements WG for approval and further maintenance. Note that the high-level requirements document is normative, that is, the Location Architecture Overview must meet the requirements. As is usually the case, individual requirements can be labelled with MUST/SHOULD/MAY to allow for recommendations and options. Normative requirements will allow the architecture overview (last deliverable) to be validated, ensuring that the architecture meets the stated requirements. 
The third and last deliverable for this work item is a Location Architecture Overview that identifies the high-level Location architecture that fulfils the requirements. This architectural overview should identify the major entities, functionality, interfaces and information flows. This architecture overview document will be “socialized” with Architecture Group for approval and further maintenance. 

The completion of the above three deliverables will provide the impetus for creation of new work item(s) in the Location WG that contain technical specifications that are within the scope of the OMA Location architecture and will address the agreed-upon requirements and usages.

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Service Impacts:

It is expected that there will be security impacts for new location functionality. These will be coordinated with the Security WG, the Architecture WG, and the Requirements WG.

Privacy Impacts:

It is expected that there will be privacy impacts for new location functionality. These will be coordinated with the Privacy work within the Location WG, the Architecture WG, and the Requirements WG.

IOT Impacts:

The deliverables in this work item are not technical specifications in themselves. When derived work items that contain technical specifications are completed, tests would need to be performed to validate that the high-level requirements from this work item are addressed.   
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
