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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

Technical advances have made it commercially feasible to locate mobile stations on a mass scale. Simultaneously, wireless operators continue to enhance their ability to transmit data. Authorized Emergency Services want to locate residents in emergencies. Mobile operators and application vendors want to provide location-enabled data and voice services.

To enable emergency and commercial services, several parties must cooperate in controlling and exchanging location data, including mobile operators, network infrastructure manufacturers, mobile terminal manufacturers, application developers, application service providers and geographic information service vendors. Since many different companies must cooperate to provide an interoperable e2e solution, and since consumers desire seamless roaming, a standard way to exchange location data will allow the entire industry to more readily satisfy emergency and commercial needs.

The Location Interoperability Forum (LIF) started this work and produced MLP (Mobile Location Protocol) – LIF TS 101 V3.0.0, which is being referenced by 3GPP as a Stage 3 specification for the Le reference point (see 3GPP TS 23.271 for the corresponding Stage 2 and 3GPP TS 22.071 for the corresponding Stage 1 specifications). Widespread use of MLP urges OMA Location WG, the successor of LIF, to maintain this specification, and to promote it into global use.

Additionally, OMA Location WG is assumed and committed to the responsibility to maintain the location specifications developed in former WAP Forum Location DC.

This WI addresses the maintenance of all the location specifications in OMA possession, as chartered for Location WG.

This WI does not impose any scheduled maintenance releases of the specifications in consideration, but rather that, should errors be discovered or clarifications needed, the specifications are updated accordingly on a contribution driven basis. In addition, if there is a pressing market need for a certain functionality it SHALL be considered on a case-by-case basis by Location WG, taking backwards compatibility issues into consideration.

Any major new work will be covered by different WIs as the primary purpose of this WI is only for routine maintenance.
