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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

Social networking services, such as sharing multimedia content among the members of the social networks, will help users keep in contact with their social network by communicating via text, voice or other means, share information with their network such as pictures, music etc, and furthermore manage, organize and even expand their network with new contacts. 

There are many technologies in industry, including APIs, of developing the social network services, such as browsing, ATOM, AJAX, etc. There are also efforts to consolidate those technologies and APIs, such as OpenAjax, OpenSocial. However, there are still challenges for mobile social networking to fully take off in an interoperable way. For example, the individual features of mobile social networking can be supported by several individual technologies in parallel. Thus the minimum profile is needed to enable the interoperability of individual services.

MSC BoF has analyzed and identified the gaps between the features of the mobile social networking and the current technologies. It pointed out that user hobby and social profile management (UPM) is a very important functionality for improving user experience in mobile social network. The proposed UPM Work Item will enable and facilitate the development of mobile social networking services, and improve the user experience of personalized and interactive content sharing in mobile social networking. It is expected that the whole mobile social networking and content sharing value chain will benefit from this work item.

The UPM work item will define a framework that enables the following features in social network services:

· Personalization and User Hobby Profile Management:

Personalization is the key feature in mobile social networking. User Hobby Profile plays a key role in reflecting the user’s characteristics and related personalization. The information of user’s daily hobby related to mobile characteristic, such as mobile gaming addiction, mobile browsing avocation, and personal interests might be used for finding friends who has the same interest or for content provider to prepare and manage the content in the user’s personalized way. The working direction of user hobby profile includes:

· Collecting, integrating and synchronizing of User Hobby Profile

· Data structure and management of User Hobby Profile 

· Access control and privacy / security policy of User Hobby Profile

· User Social Relationship Profile Management:

Social relationship profile gives an accurate description of user’s position, which shows real/virtual world social community. It illustrates logically someone’s social relationship structure in virtual world in a personal view and in a general visual angle. 

It is the most essential part of social networking service mechanism. Social relationship profile is used for explaining individual person’s social structure made of nodes that are tied by one or more specific types of relations, such as values, visions, idea, friends kinship, dislike, trade, web links, and so on. The user social relationship profile data structure and the method generating and manipulating the data should be analyzed in the UPM work item. It will be used for describing user social relationship and further extended it by considerable various means. How UPM sets up these profile information will be put in future work of this work item and the technologies will be specified to technically enable and facilitate:

· Collecting and Setup of User Social Relationship Profile Data

· Data structure and management of User Social Relationship Profile

· Access Control and privacy / security policy of User Social Relationship Profile data

Although some technical work is expected (e.g. defining new entities, interfaces, metadata, and adaptations etc), the UPM work item will reuse as much as possible existing technologies. Some requirements may be shared among multiple OMA WGs, where extensions to the other enablers, which have existed, may be needed.

Finally it is important to emphasis that although there has existed different external organizations, e.g. IETF ATOM and W3C, are working in the technology of content convergence and AJAX, but no mobile technologies related work has been initiated yet.  Therefore, it is the right time for OMA to contribute technical matter while getting involved and co-operating with existing organization in order to fill technical gaps. The information exchanged with the external organizations in terms of UPM is a responsibility which this Work Item should undertake as well.

Deliverable(s):

OMA will deliver an architecture showing how existing technologies from external bodies and internally from OMA (Presence, XDM, CPM) can be combined to support: 
(a) User hobby profile management
(b) User social relationship profile management
Whether the AD and further work is be done will be reassessed after the RD stage, and if needed the WID will be updated at that time.
