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1 Reason for Change

1、 The SIR PDU defined in wap-235-pushota-20010425-a is just to make the terminal establish a push session or an active TCP connection, using a specific bearer, so that PPG could push messages to the terminal. Only after the push session was established, the user would catch what the PPG wish to push. However, if PPG just wants to push SI content to the terminal, and the user just rejects to receive the content when he or she realized the push content. In this situation, it would be worthless for terminal to create the push session or TCP connection.

2、 Terminal users have the right to know the hint or title of the push message so that he or she could determine whether to establish a push session or TCP connection and receive the message or not. We just assume that user would catch what PPG wants to push, if the user refuses to receive the message, he does not need to establish a push session or an active TCP connection (distinguish with wap-235-pushota-20010425-a that have defined). This request to add the prompt field of push message in the SIR PDU. Also the URL could be added to SIR PDU, If users agree to be online, the terminal would originate in getting the url content after the push session to PPG was created.

Add a tilte or its relevant url in the SIR field is a good idea in order to let the terminal user to determine whether to receive the push message or not.
If the terminal ‘s SIA process would take the same mechanism as SI, it would be better to solve the problem. Of course, this exceeds our resolution.

We propose section 6.3 in wap-235-pushota-20010425-a be changed as follows:

According to Push OTA protocol, PPG needs to send SIR if there is no any active push session or TCP connection at the terminal, After the Push session is established between PPG and the terminal, PPG could post the content to terminal. We suggest the mechanism like the following: 

Adding the prompt field in the SIR PDU, if the content type is SI, the prompt could be SI’s title. In SL solution, it may be the URL address, in other situations, the prompt could be defined by user when he or she customizes the push message. Terminal receives the SIR and Parses the PDU.  When finding the prompt field, it would just choose to prompt the user with the hint message. If the user confirms to receive the push message, push session or TCP connection would be established by SIA. If the user rejects to receive the message, SIA wouldn’t create any push session. It ,just terminates the current process.
