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1 Overview

The MWG IM is currently working on the technical solution for SIP/SIMPLE IM offline notification. We have reviewed the PUSH feature (OMA-IM-2005-0231-BAC-Push-Presentation) presented to us in the Singapore meeting and have the following questions:

· Our discussion in Singapore on your presentation was focus on the Push over SIP mechanism, will this be the only PUSH mechanism supported by the PPG?
[BAC-Push: Push Over SIP is not the only mechanism for push to be supported. A push proxy gateway fully compliant with the OMA WAP 2 Enabler release is capable of push over HTTP and push over Wireless Session Protocol]

· In the same presentation material, there are other PUSH mechanisms such as WAP based and HTTP based; do these mechanisms use the same PPG as stated in the above bullet point or they use a different Push Proxy as shown in the diagram?
[BAC-Push: It is dependent on what the Push Proxy gateway declares compliance with. A PPG may be compliant with the WAP 1.2.1 Series of Specifications only or it may be compliant with WAP 2 enabler release. In the latter case it will be capable of both WSP and HTTP forms of push; It is the planned intention of the BAC-Push group to create a 3rd enabler release defining a SIP based push mechanism in which an application may act as the ‘push agent’]

· What is the targeted use of the Push over SIP mechanism? Does it aim for the interworking between non-SIP based application (such as MMS) and SIP based user device?

[BAC-Push; The proposed plan for push over SIP is targeted at specifying a common mechanism for routing, delivery and possible capability negotiation for a SIP based user device. Non SIP based applications may use a push proxy gateway to initiate a push message; SIP capable applications, which conform to the SIP push enabler for the communication of push messages, may communicate to devices acting as the push agent. In other words the enabler release Push Over SIP is to be separated from WSP and HTTP Push enabler release (to be called Push 2.1); these are still valid push mechanisms but not necessarily to be combined with a SIP Push mechanism. This allows a separate push over SIP enabler to be used as a dependency with other enablers such that a SIP aware application (acting as a push agent) can push to a device without recourse to a Push Proxy.]
· Is there a need for the Push over SIP mechanism for SIP based application such as SIP/SIMPLE IM? From your message flows in slide #16 looks like there are redundant steps going through the SIP/IP Core Network for the offline notification when a SIP based application has direct connection to the SIP/IP Core.

[BAC-Push; The mechanisms for Push over SIP are being discussed by the Push Group and we will be seeking input and feedback from the IM group. If this question is related to whether or not a push proxy is required if the SIP based application is already connected to the IP core – then the current thinking of the OMA BAC Push group is that it is not necessary to go through PPG. However it is necessary that we agree a common mechanism for push in terms of routing, delivery, capability negotiation etc. at a protocol level – so that we do not get duplication of effort; A number of candidate mechanisms for SIP Push are being considered including the message method and a mechanism based on Subscribe/Notify.]
We understand the benefits to use the common feature sets (such as common Push feature) to develop a Service Enabler and would like to adhere to that principle. However, we are not sure if the Push feature developed in your group will meet our needs or is optimized for our service scenarios.
