Meeting discussed the feedback on PAP and ETS specifically (noted on documents in input section; in addition the lack of participation in Email Notification and Push 2.0 test fest was discussed. OMA Push offered to discuss the lack of submission of servers for test fest with individual vendors and have also raised this at the BAC level.
6. Joint Meeting w/ BAC ( Wed @ 1030 ); In BAC room 

“The "Browsing Conformance" WID requirements discussion is coming to a head. There are a couple of questions we have relating to PUSH re URL lengths for SI and SL. How best to address with PUSH SWG”
Joint meeting with BAC-MAE (detailed minutes from the BAC MAE team to be published )

The issue is that there, in deployments, the maximum number of SMS messages for a segmented push message is 255 (based on 3GPP Specification RL 99 - http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/archive/23_series/23.040/23040-490.zip  - this is too large for practical usage. The minimum, defined by WAP Push and OMA is 1. Therefore an implementation can claim to support 1 SMS message (long fragementation format) and not support more than 1. 

Vodafone / BAC – MAE have identified this as an issue when considering long URLS (>150 bytes) and ask BAC Push to consider an amenedment to specifications for an example encoding and to indicate what is the current best practice in the expectation that if a device declares support for segmentation and reassembly then what is the number of SMS messages it can reasonably support (and an operator can deploy with).

BAC Push indicated that any content payload load limit would also have to include other content types + meta data (not just service indication, service load and cache operation)
7. Joint Meeting w/ PAG & UA Prof ( Tuesday @ 1300-1430; PAG room ) 

· Content to be provided; discussing capability representation (as per inputs)

The joint meeting discussed possible ways forward for sharing content information – a possible way is to use the XDM model and create an XDM specific reference for an RDF represented schema. Another approach may be to reuse the presence server which would have the advantage of additional access control policy as well as document management. 
In addition the joint meeting discussed what was a push service and whether a user could declare them selves willing or available for push service. PAG undertook to help push with the presence server composition policy on documents and to understand more from push what the services were that push wanted to define.

It was noted that if a document was managed via the content indirection mechanism and the URL of that document did not change then the presence source would have to re-publish in order that the watcher would be informed of any change.

If there are various types of push mechanisms which could be reasonably made available to a watcher (WAP 1 SMS, WAP 1 Session, WAP 2, SIP Push) then these could be represented in the ways to conytact the user.
