2 Summary of Contribution

Text is added to 5.4 to clarify the meaning of “activation” and how it relates to registration.
3 Detailed Proposal

CHANGE 1: Add a paragraph to section 5.4, following the first paragraph after Figure 4:
Following DCD-Enabled Client Application registration, the DCD Client activates the DCD enabler for the DCD-Enabled Client Application. "Activation" means establishment of a relationship between the DCD Client with the DCD Server, e.g. as a prerequisite or a part of DCD session establishment. This may be achieved explicitly (e.g. by direct DCD Client and DCD Server interaction via DCD-3) or implicitly (e.g. by DCD Client activation of content delivery from a broadcast transport enabler, which may not require interaction with a DCD Server). The activation steps depend upon the needs of a DCD-Enabled Client Application as defined in its Application Profile. In architectural terms, the process within the enabler is "activation" (i.e. activation of the DCD Enabler "pipe") and the process outside the enabler is "registration" (i.e. external entities with the enabler). The activation process may also later reoccur, e.g. upon upgrade of the DCD Client or Server, change in the DCD Server endpoint, etc.
