2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides a high-level overview of the Registration functions of the DCD enabler.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.5.1.1
Registration
“Registration” as used here includes the methods and overall process for associate DCD Enabled Client Application with DCD Client and to associate a DCD Content Provider with a DCD Server.

Registration on the Client side occurs when DCD Enabled Client Application initiates request to use a set of DCD Enabler functions for the first time and every time the DCD Enabled Client Application wants to change the current set of function given by the DCD Enabler (including un-registration). The Registration process is using the DCD-CAR interface dynamically i.e. there is no need for the DCD Client restart or interruption of services upon registration.
As part of the Registration process the DCD-Enabled Client Application supply Application Profile (including the Channel Metadata) to the DCD Enabler. 
Registration on the Server side occurs when DCD Content Provider initiates request to register new content channels with the DCD Server or when there is an update to the settings of the existing channels (including un-registration of a channel). The Registration process is using the DCD-CPR interface dynamically i.e. there is no need for the DCD Server restart or interruption of services upon registration.
As part of the Registration process the DCD Content Provider supply Channel Metadata or the entire Application Profile to the DCD Enabler.

The Registration of both he DCD-Enabled Client Applications and the DCD Content Provider are independent from each other and may occur in different times along the DCD Enabler lifecycle.

On the DCD Client side The Application Profile is the set of parameters given by the DCD Enabled Client Application to the DCD Client that manifest the application and its capabilities (i.e. Application-ID, Content-Type etc’) and specify the way the DCD Client should handle the delivery of the DCD Content for it (i.e. Channel Management Attributes, Content Storage Management Attributes, Data Delivery Rules etc’).

On the DCD Server side The Application Profile is the set of parameters given by the DCD Content Provider to the DCD Server that manifest the Content Channel and its capabilities (i.e. Content Channel name, Content Channel address, Content-Type and etc’) 

In the Point-To-Point case a successful Registration process results with Activation of the DCD Client Application and its specified channels with the DCD Server

In the Broadcast case a successful Registration process may results with Activation of the DCD Client Application and its specified channels with the DCD Server or may results with DCD Client performing local operations (i.e. opening of a listener to the required channels, memory allocation etc’). The DCD Enabler behavior in the Broadcast case will be determined from the Application Profile.
