“The editorial comment refers to section 7.3 that starts with "When HTTP

is used a transport protocol ..." there seems to be an "as" missing

between "used" and "a transport".

The general question is concerning the timeliness of this document

release.  To the best of my knowledge the main changes to the Push

Architecture that OMA has done in the past year is related to SIP-based

Push.  However, this topic is not mentioned anywhere within the document

under review.  As long as this document remained as a WAPForum document

it was understandable that the new OMA feature had its own AD, but if we

are releasing this document as an OMA v2.2 shouldn't there be some kind

of linkage between the two, at least to allow a user of this document

realize that there is a SIP possibility of PPG sending the Push Message

to the client?

Comments from Obigo:

At many places "WAP" has been removed or replaced with another appropriate

term. However, the term "WAP" still remains at many places. Is this done

intentionally, why isn't WAP replaced consistently? I have noted the

following:

Section 3.2 Definitions: The term "WAP client" is used at two places. Why

not "mobile client" instead?

Section 5, first sentence: "A push operation in WAP is accomplished by

allowing...."

Section 7.2.2, second paragraph: The term "WAP device" is used. Why not

"mobile device" instead?

Section 7.2.6: It is stated ".....WAP User Agent Profile vocabulary

[UAProf]." The term WAP could be removed.
