The flow diagram of the Get transaction after system message notification is shown in Figure 13. The solid line shows the get transaction messages through DCD-3 interface. The dashed line Notify message is the system message notification through DCD-2 interface. Refer to 7.1.2 for the Notify message in DCD-2.
The server sends a system message notification to the client when an event happens in the server, for example, an emergency alert, etc. The client MUST use a GetRequest to retrieve the real system message from the server. The server uses the GetResponse to deliver the system message. Since the Get transaction resulted from the Notify message is part of the logical transaction flow of Notify originated from the server, the Transaction-ID of the resulted Get transaction MUST be identical to the one in Notify message.
