8.2   Application Profile 
Description of the Application Profile is given in this section. 
The Application Profile is a set of Elements and Sub-Elements (E), attributes (A) and values that identify the DCD Enabled Client Application and describes the DCD Enabled Client Application preferences that are DCD-channel-independent.
The association of the Application Profile with the DCD Client is part of the DCD Enabled Client Application registration process.
If the same application is being used with multiple instances, each instance should publish its Application-ID, which is globally unique and identical to all instances of the same application, with a locally unique extension that is assigned to each registered instance.
It is assumed that all the elements and attributes are Mandatory supported by the enabler and are optional for use.

As results of the Application Profile submission the DCD Client shall respond with success confirmation or error notification that contains the submitter’s Application-ID.

The Application profile can eliminate some of the attributes if it uses the default value, and may repeat some of the attributes as indicated
Application Profile -E

· Application-ID – E1 
· DCD channel schema - A
· DCD-3 connection profile (n) – E1
· DCD-CADE administrative profile – E1
Client application registration occurs via the DCD-CAR interface, via which client applications can convey some or all of the following types of information to the DCD Enabler, as part of the “Application Profile”:

· Application ID: a string identifying the application. DCD Servers can use this string to do a high-level compatibility / service-matching check when the application is registered. Application ID element consists of a globally unique string and a locally unique ID to support unique identification for multiple instances of the same application. The locally unique part of the Application-ID can be automatically generated by the DCD Client or set by the DCD Enabled Client Application
· DCD channel schema: the type of DCD content packaging that the DCD Enabler should use for delivering content between the DCD Server and DCD Client. This is the default DCD content type for use with this client application, and may be overridden for specific channels as described below in the Channel metadata.

· DCD-3 connection profile: defines how the DCD Client interacts with the DCD Server for the DCD-3 interface. Indicates also if activation is required in case of broadcast based interface
· DCD-CADE administrative profile: An indication on the preferred way that the DCD Enabled Client Application  would like to exchange administration information with the DCD Client (direct, by reference or other) – administration information may include error codes, new channel availability and other information that may require user intervention
