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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution is intended to provide the message definitions of “Server-initiated Resume” transaction types.

According to the DCD RD and AD, when a suspended delivery is resumed, the DCD server should check 

if the content has newer version, and 

if the content needs to be repersonalized.

If the case is yes, the server may need to ask the user his choice: resume the original content, repersonalization and redelivery the content or delivery the newer version of content. In the Server-initiated resumption as the DCD Call Flow definition, the choices are taken in the Notify message and the user’s choice is taken in the Ack message.

Furthermore, the Client should tell the server from which byte the broken content is to be resumed in the Ack message.
