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Justification *
Syndicated feeds, using such technologies as Atom and Really Simple Syndication (RSS), are widely used on today’s Internet for various scheduled pull applications such as Podcasts. There are a number of non-compatible proprietary extensions and a number of different RSS variants that may need to be installed and updated. The intention of the work is two fold:
· to specify the multimedia codec requirements for support of media content embedded in, or referenced by, RSS/ATOM content

· to give guidance on the usage of extended RSS/ATOM schemas in MO_RSS, including 
· clarifications and use of  RSS/Atom XML schemas and the standardized extensions defined by OMA DCD
· use of multimedia codecs in rendering media embedded in or referenced by RSS/ATOM-based content. 
No impact is expected to service requirements or architecture. Any new service level requirements will be addressed by OMA as part of the OMA DCD standard.
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Objective *
The objective of the work item is to create a new specification for mobile optimized “Really Simple Syndication” (RSS). The specification should contain in particular

· Default Multimedia Codecs that syndicated feed authors and content creators can rely on being supported in MO-RSS receivers
