Please be informed that an interim update of the Recommendations for Minimal Wi-Fi Capabilities of Terminals, GSMA TS.22 (version 1.1) has been published and is available here: http://www.gsma.com/newsroom/ts-22-version-1-1-recommendations-for-minimal-wi-fi-capabilities-of-terminals
 

The only change comprises the removal of the requirement for IEEE 802.11v, as no underlying certification is ready for it yet.  The published document outlines a minimum set of Wi-Fi capabilities to be supported by Wi-Fi enabled terminals covering authentication, security, connection management and usability requirements. It acknowledges and references relevant work driven by the 3GPP, by the Wi-Fi Alliance on Hotspot 2.0 and by OMA on the Connection Manager. The PRD does not exclude the possibility to additionally support other Wi-Fi not mentioned. 

 

The GSMA Terminal Steering Group members are progressing in parallel updates for a version 2, to be released in H1'2013.
