6.3.1 Functional Components
6.3.1.1 Internal Functional Components

6.3.1.1.1 AOI Client

The AOI Client component is responsible for management of the AOI Enabled Client Application components on the device. An AOI Enabled Client Application registers to the AOI Client before it can make further use of the AOI Enabler. The AOI Client receives the registration request from the AOI Enabled Client Application, and stores its profile. Then the AOI Client will manage this registered AOI Enabled Client Application.
The AOI Clients receives the de-registration request from the AOI Enabled Client Application, and removes its profile. Then the AOI Client will no long manage this AOI Enabled Client Application.

The AOI Client component is also responsible for receiving notifications from AOI Servers and transferring them to AOI Enabled Client Applications. Registered AOI Enabled Client Applications can receive notifications via the AOI Client.
6.3.1.1.2 AOI Server

The AOI Server component is responsible for receiving notifications from the AOI Enabled Server Applications and transferring them to AOI Clients. In order to transfer notifications to an AOI Client, the AOI Server establishes a connection to the AOI Client. And the connection can be shared to transfer notifications from more than one AOI Enabled Server Applications.
6.3.1.2 External Functional Components

6.3.1.2.1 AOI Enabled Client Application

The AOI Enabled Client Application component receives notifications after registering to the AOI Enabler.
6.3.1.2.2 AOI Enabled Server Application

The AOI Enabled Server Application component sends notifications to the AOI Enabled Client Applications via the AOI Enabler.
6.3.2 Interfaces

6.3.1.3 AOI-1

This interface is exposed by the AOI Server and can be used to register AOI Clients and AOI Enabled Client Applications to the AOI Server.
6.3.1.4 AOI-2

This interface is exposed by the AOI Client and can be used to accept notifications.
6.3.1.5 AOI-3

This interface is exposed by the AOI Client and can be used to register AOI Enabled Client Applications to the AOI Client.

This interface is exposed by the AOI Server and can be used to register AOI Enabled Server Applications to the AOI Server.
