· delivering notifications to the AOI Client;

· indicating to AOI Enabled Server Application when it is getting overloaded.

· managing Shared AOI Connectivity with AOI Client;

1.3.2.4 AOI-4

This interface is exposed by the AOI Server and can be used by the AOI Enabled Server Applications to:

· register/de-register to the AOI Server;

· send notifications to the AOI Server.

· request to be notified by the AOI Server about the notification delivery status;

· check the delivery status of multiple notifications;

· set an expiry time for the notifications to be delivered to the destination;
· receive indication that the AOI Server is getting overloaded.
