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1 Reason for Change

AOI Notification Channels connect AOI Clients and AOI Servers, which can be supported by either connection-oriented technologies or connectionless technologies as the bearing connectivity. In cases when a connection-oriented technology is leveraged, an connection between the AOI Server and the AOI Client must be kept alive, in order to enable the AOI Server to send notifications to the AOI Client at any time.
When a user goes into a roaming network, he/she may wish to switch off the AOI service (i.e. to deactivate the Notification Channel). The deactivation operation can be initiated either by AOI Server of by AOI Client. The CR0033R01 illustrates the AOI Server Procedure of this feature. And this CR illustrates the procedure to deactivate Notification Channels by AOI Client.

Change 1:  Add the following sub section under Section 8.1 AOI Client Procedures
8.2AOI Client Procedures

8.1.x Notification Channel Deactivation
The objective of the Notification Channel Deactivation request is to deactivate the notification channel(s) between AOI Client and AOI Server.

The AOI Client MAY issue a Notification Channel Deactivation request based on Service Provider policy or user defined policy.

Upon receiving confirmation from the AOI Server of the selected notification channel(s), the AOI Client SHALL perform any action to deactivate them, if needed.
8.2AOI Server Procedures

8.2.X Notification Channel Deactivation

Upon receiving the Notification Channel Deactivation request from the AOI Client, the AOI Server SHALL deactivate said notification channel.

The AOI Server MAY also initiate the Notification Channel Deactivation request according to Service Provider’s policy.

The result of the Notification Channel Deactivation (i.e. notification channel info) MAY be stored on AOI Server for future usage.
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
