Upon receiving a notification request from the AOI Server the AOI Client SHALL forward the notification to the Client Application instance matching the Channel ID provided in the notification request, if the Client Application is running or otherwise configured to be woken up.
8.2.4 Notification Delivery

Upon receiving the notification request from the Server Application, the AOI Server SHALL look up for the pair of AOI Client ID and Channel ID, or set thereof, associated to the Client Application Token provided in the notification request, and it SHALL forward the notification to the AOI Client(s) associated to the AOI Client ID(s).
