This CR proposes to add Functionalities to 6.3.1.1.2 AOI Server.
Here is a list of requirements:
	AOI-CM-001
	The AOI Enabler SHALL be able to manage (e.g. create, maintain, close) the Shared AOI 
Connectivity between AOI Client and AOI Server.

	AOI-CM-002
	The Shared AOI Connectivity SHALL NOT be maintained unless at least one Client 
Application is registered with the AOI Client. 

	AOI-CM-003
	The AOI Enabler SHALL be able to reduce the number and size of messages to keep Shared 
AOI Connectivity alive.

	AOI-CM-004
	The AOI Enabler SHALL be able to use the information of the access network type (e.g., 
Cellular network, WLAN), as well as the information of changes of access network (e.g. received as an event), used for the communication over the Shared AOI Connectivity.

	AOI-CM-005
	The AOI Enabler SHALL be able to use the information whether the device is roaming or not.

Change 1:  Add the following to 6.3.1.1.2 AOI Server
6.3.1.1.2 AOI Server

The AOI Server can include the following functionalities:

· Registration Management:
· receiving registration/de-registration from Server Applications;

· receiving registration/de-registration from AOI Client;

· Notification Management:
· receiving notifications from Server Applications over secured connection;

· receiving notification subscription from the AOI Client;

· delivering notifications to the AOI Client, respecting the policies;

· Connectivity Management:
· maintainning AOI Connectivity if at least one Client Application is registered with the AOI Client. 
· controlling the number and size of messages to keep connectivity between AOI Client and AOI Server alive and efficient. 
· using the information of the access network type (e.g., Cellular network, WLAN), as well as the information of changes of access network (e.g. received as an event) to manage Shared AOI Connectivity with AOI Client.
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
