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Reason for Change
This CR addresses action item AOI-2013-003 to check the AOI AD diagram to see if the arrow between Push Client and AOI Client should be within the scope of the AOI enabler (solid line) or not (dotted line).

Further to group’s discussion on 9th of July, whether the interface between PUSH client and AOI client should be within the scope or out of scope of AOI enabler and based on previous experience with other enablers, e.g. CPNS, where an interface from an external entity (out of scope entity) towards an entity (within the scope entity) is specified, NEC suggests that this interface, AOI-7 is within the scope of AOI enabler since it is exposed by an entity of the enabler, AOI client, that is within the scope. 

So, interfaces exposed by entities within the scope of an enabler can be within the scope of that enabler and should be specified.
