7.1 AOI Server Procedures

7.1.1 Server Application Registration

The objective of the Server Application registration is informing the AOI Server that it is willing to start making use of the service the AOI Server provides.  The registration message includes Application Name, Service Provider Name and the Notification Types supported by Server Application. Client App MAY subscribe for one or more types of notifications during the client App registration procedure, and be assigned specific Client App Tokens for each notification type.
Upon receiving the Server Application registration requests from the Server Application, AOI Server of the successful registration SHALL store the information and generate a ServerApplicationID. And AOI Server SHALL communicate the result of the registration to the Server Application including the ServerApplicationID and AOIServerURL to be used by AOI Enabler in future requests. Then Server Application SHALL store the assigned ServerApplicationID and AOIServerURL for use in future requests.
