Disaster notification and emergency alert (e.g. earthquake alerts, tsunami alerts, amber alerts) for public safety is becoming very important functionality. Many national governments require this feature in the notification system.

8.1 AOI Client Procedures

8.1.X Emergency Notification 
The objective of the Emergency Notification request is alerting the emergency notification(s) that may be used by the authorized Server Application to deliver disaster/emergence notifications to the user (in case no Client Application ID is indicated in the notification).
Upon receiving an Emergency Notification requests from the AOI Server, the AOI Client SHALL alert the notification immediately to the user. Emergency Notification requests are used for broadcasting of messages to one or many groups of people "notifying" or alerting a group of individuals of a pending or existing emergency situation (e.g: tornadoes, tsunami, air-raid)

8.2 AOI Server Procedures

8.2.X Emergency Notification 

Upon receiving the Emergency Notifications requests from the authorized Server Application, the AOI Server SHALL delivers by the fastest way to the AOI Client. 
Before receiving the Emergency Notifications request from the authorized Server Application, the Server Application SHALL issue a Server Application authorization request to the AOI Server, including the Identifier of the  Server Application.
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
