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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA GS should give a rule to separate game service from game platform.According to the rule, Game service developer can only develop service logic ,and game platform vendor can only develop the platform.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution only give the suggestion that the OMA GS should discuss the rule about how to reduce the re-development of game in the world.
3 Detailed Proposal

According to the rule,different game services from different game service developer can be loaded to the same game platform,and the same service can be loaded to many different game platforms from different game platform vendors.
Then the game service   providers or mobile operators can   buy  the platform and game services separately.
They can load a game services to the platform or download the game service from the platform.
The game player can pay money to the game service   providers or mobile operators, just in order to play the game service running in the platform.
If the game develops as above,the value chain and the entironment of game will be reasonable.
