3 Detailed Proposal

We had the Informal AD Review at the conference call today (8 Mar 2005), and here are my notes from the meeting.

I presented the OMA-ARC-2005-0083-Game-Services-Architecture-Overview document, and the first comments were about not using the right OMA template, and having the word confidential in the lower left button removed. 

I will make a new revision of the document, that corrects these mistakes.

Also on slide 8, the three operators are the same. I’m going to take one of them and change it from A to B. We should properly do the same thing in the AD itself, where the picture is taken from :-)

A general comment regarding the different API’s that we line up on slide 10 was, that we were doing the same thing as the messaging group. 

I explained that we indeed did not want to do any double work at all, and that we in Singapore want to have as many joint meeting with the different relevant groups, presenting the relevant requirements and hopefully get some useful feedback, especially that we were hoping to get a lot of references to I0 API’s (term from the OSE), but that in reality, we would find out that most groups don’t have that available let.

Comments to the AD, OMA-Games-Services-Architecture-V0_3_2-20050203-D, itself:
We need to run a spell and grammar checker through the real life scenarios. 

In section 6.1, it was very much appreciated that we use UML. But also that we should make sure the different names of the boxes are explained thoroughly and that we should give name to the relationship arrows themselves !?!?

I made clear that the mentioning of Java in the Enabler version 1.0 was because we inherited it from the MGIF fora. 

In 2.0, we are definitely working towards a language independent representation of the API‘s.

Section 6.3 and 6.4 can just be deleted :-)

In 5.1, a discussion started about the SIP core and if it provides security functionality, or if it just provides the transportation means, and that it is the IMS that provides the security. 

It was argued that SIP core does not do the authentication, but only the transportation. IMS will do the authentication work.

Thinh took over the argumentation, and it was agreed that Thinh will look into this issue and cook up some clarifying wordings, maybe get inspired by the IMS AD, whci8h has a section on security (apparently :-)

We need to make clear somewhere, that it is clear that we have (lots of) dependencies to other enablers/OMA groups.

In general, the impression was that we have done a good job, it is a good start and it is one of the first architecture documents, where there is such an extent of reuse from other enablers. 

One of the key points would be how the function API’s we expose in section 6.2 under figure 10, are going to work with the other enablers, creating the I0 interfaces.

Section 6.1 confused people, and we could put that into an appendix.

We should check back with the architecture group in San Diego (or that timeframe) when the document has matured even more.
