For example, peter is good at playing chess, when he want to play chess with the others ,he must select  one player  whose level is the same high . if we only provide random matchmaking ,maybe the game server select one low level player play with him.  If so ,peter will be not interest in playing chess .
But if the game server may select the opponent to peter through his requirement . Peter is willing to stay at the game server.

So we should change the Requirement.
