One of the requirements in OMA-RD-Game-Services-V1_0-20050403-A, which the GS group has to fullfill, is requirement 16:

To fullfill this requirement, the GS group will create a UAProf extension, consisting of attributes relevant for the GS CSI enabler.

Appendix A: GS UAProf attribute list

The usage of the UAProf schema is as follows: The handset sends a URL inside the x-wap-profile header, which is part of the HTTP request message. The UAProf-aware GS server parses the URL out from this HTTP request message and retrieves the profile from this URL.
A GS profile shall contain the properties defined in Table 1 “GS UAProf  attributes” as "Mandated Properties", which are taken from the UAProf schema.

It is further recommended that a GS profile contains the properties defined in Table 1 “GS UAProf  attributes” as "Recommended Properties". 
The mandatory and recommended properties in Table 1 “GS UAProf  attributes” are specified in [UAPROF]. 

Support of the properties of the UAProf schema in this specification shall not be limited to those listed in Table 1 “GS UAProf  attributes”. A GS profile may support any other properties from [UAPROF].
