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1 Reason for Change

Games Services Architecture, for OMA GS Platform 2.0can benefit from integration with the OMA Presence Enabler, as described in the GS Context Model showing the Presence Enabler. Initially the user registration state will be acquired by the GS from the Presence Enabler. Additional needs, where the GS publishes information to the Presence Enabler and uses more presence information from the Presence Enabler are to be explored.
This CR is part of a set of CRs introducing presence to the GS Enabler, and is specifically targeted to fix the references part related to the presence enabler.
