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1 Reason for Change

The Balance Check is considered for Event Charging as well as for Session Charging. The Balance Check is a specific test with the CC-Request-Type AVP equal to EVENT_REQUEST and the Requested-Action AVP set to CHECK_BALANCE. Therefore this test is not possible during the Credit-Control session as specified. Additional, in the list of optional feature for the Refund Operation the additional Balance Check is not needed and should be removed from the table.

Figure 10 describes the Architecture Model of GS. In the architecture model, it enumerate there games, but the game client should be corresponding to game server other than game1 or game2 or game3. 
And according to the paragraph:
Typically, from those network components, all data traffic is forwarded to a service delivery platform, providing generic functionality to a wide range of applications. Such generic functionality can include authentication and authorization, subscriber management; download services, messaging, charging, and many more. Finally, gaming specific traffic gets routed to the game server and the specific games applications, which might be provided by a third party.
the Game Server in the architecture model is “a service delivery platform, providing generic functionality to a wide range of applications. Such generic functionality can include authentication and authorization, subscriber management; download services, messaging, charging, and many more”. The service platform is actually the Game Platform.
And the Game1, Game2, Game3 are “the game server and the specific games applications, which might be provided by a third party” which actually should be Game Server.
