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1 Reason for Contribution

Even though GS group has done with the CSI 1.0 technical specification, the CSI 1.0 is not enough to support current game services due to lack of functionality. Therefore GS should start to consider on upgrade of CSI specification.
2 Summary of Contribution

Current game services need many new features which are not in CSI 1.0. Upgrade of CSI specification is strongly needed.
3 Detailed Proposal

1. Background

The Client-Server Interface (CSI) 1.0 specification has many game-related functions such as:
· Login and registration
· Game persistence

· Game creation and matchmaking

· Gameplay

· Messaging

· Highscore

· Shadows

· Related Events

Therefore current game services needs more functions as follows:

· Convergence device game
· Trading item/goods

· Address book and advanced matchmaking
· Virtual Identity

· More various types of games

· Interface for other enablers (e.g. charging, location, messaging, chatting, etc.)
As shown in the upper part, the current version of CSI is not enough to support the need.
2. Recommendation

To support current type of game services, renewal of CSI specification is strongly needed.
In case of this situation, GS group could have some choices such as:
1. Making new working item to solve the situation

2. Renewing CSI to support the needs

In case of making new working item, many activities formally done may be not reused and technical work would be duplicated. Therefore, the second choice is recommended.

GS group should have condering on the issues and make decision as soon as possible.
