Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

GS-CSI is started from the feature set of the MGIF v1.0 specification (inherited from MGIF v1.0 work) was frozen by MGIF, according to the requirements that were set by the MGIF group.
CSI proceses the development of a comprehensive games services specification to enable interoperability, rich gaming experience, mechanisms for game deployment and multi-device environment such as 3 screen environment.
To achieve these goals, CSI does

· Reformat the inherited specification (e.g. CSI 1.0) into OMA Game Services specification CSI 2.0, according to OMA process.

· Define the game services marketing requirements.

· In cooperation with the OMA Requirements Group, submit the non-game specific requirements to the appropriate OMA working groups.

· Develop the OMA CSI 2.0 specification according to the remaining game specific requirements.

However, CSI develops non-exhaustive list of high level use cases have been identified and categorized in the following work packages. These are examples to indicate the scope of this WID, and the work on developing games services requirements in the Games Services Working Group is not restricted to just and exactly these:

· Game related security
· Multi-player multi-playground networked game
· Cross-platform game environment (mobile to console / PC / others)
· Game social networking
· In-game communication

· Game Commerce
· Game statistic reporting

CSI is mainly focus on game area. Even though CSI will consider advertising area as well as related technical activity is expected (e.g. defining new entities, interfaces, metadata, etc), IGA will reuse existing technologies as much as possible. Many of that work will be shared and reused between other OMA WGs. IGA also has activities to involve and co-operate with existing fora in order to share the information and experience.
