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1 Reason for Change

 In IGA AD , we determine to reuse the MobAd-1 as the  interface between Ad Engine and IGA Client,   MobAd-2 as the  interface  between   Ad Server  and  IGA Server, so call flow  of  IGA enabler should be consistent with those two interface. 
In contribution 90R01 and 89R01,   “Ad metrics delivery” in flow is not consistent with the MobAd-1 and MobAd-2. we should reuse “Report Ad metrics data”.
In additional , in RD, there are two items relative to  IGA Client  reporting  metrics data to  IGA server.
 IGA-CHR-002：

IGA client   should analyse  and refine collected metrics data  based the charging policy and report them to IGA server;  

IGA-HLF-037：

 The IGA  Enabler SHALL provide means for the IGA Client  to report Ad Metrics to IGA Server based on policy, e.g. on-demand, real-time, or store-and-forward , valid part of  metrics.
These RD items should be reflected in reporting Ad metrics data flows.
