CMI-1 Content Management interface is exposed by the CMI Component allowing other functional component(s) (Content Provider and/or Service Provider ) content tomanag facilitate content management and ement functionalities including content delivery between entities such as upload (delivery), management of content metadata and content state (which can be part of the metadata).
Supported functionalities include:
· Upload  (delivery) content and content metadata from one entity to another 
· Management of content,  and content metadata and content state such as: add, delete and modify.
· Enforce policies of content related activities (authorization, quotas, content type, Etc,) 

The protocols used for the CMI-1 interface are XML based (such as SOAP).

5.3.Y.2 CMI-2 - Transaction Control interface
CMI-2 control interface is exposed by the CMI Component and provides transaction control functionalities. These capabilities can beare related to a specific content items ( or or a collections of content items)  for a particular user, e.g. purchasing/activation information, usage term.
