CMI Functional Components
The CMI enabler includes 2 functional components, the Content Management (CM) and the Business Process (BP) Component. 
The Content Management (CM) Component exposes 3 interfaces, the Content Upload (CMI-1), the Content Management (CMI-2) and the Content Acces (CMI-3) Interface
It provides the following high level functional capabilities to a Requestor:

•
New content and associated metadata upload via the CMI-1 interface;
•
Update of previously uploaded content and associated metadata via the CMI-2 interface;
•
Removal of content and associated metadata via the CMI-2 interface;
•
Management of content status via the CMI-2 interface;
•
Management of content items individually or in bulk (multiple content items) via the CMI-2 interface.

Content upload from CMI Component to CMI Requestor, e.g. for user-generated content 
The Business Process (BP) Component exposes 2 interfaces, the Transaction Control Interface (BPC-1) and the Service Metrics Interface (BP-2).
It provides the following high level functional capabilities to the Requestor:
•
Handling changes as indicated above to content items currently subscribed to by one or more users 

•
CMI enabler policy establishment and enforcement, e.g. number of upload transactions allowed per day via the BPC-1 interface;
•
Service discovery and/or notifications of available features related to CMI content via the BPC-1 interface;
•
Content item purchase transactions via the BPC-1 interface;

•
Delivery of reports related to content, e.g. purchase, usage, upload, either on-demand (synchronous) or on a triggered/scheduled basis (asynchronous) via the BPC-2 interface;
