2 Summary of Contribution

The following should be considered;

-
Content-Provider-ID should be included in each manifest strcuture.

-
Cardinality of ‘Content-metadata’ is not clearly defined in the document. If the manifest structure can have multiple content, ‘Content-metadata’ should have 1..n cardinality accordinlgy.

-
The meaning of ‘Overwrite’ field is not clear in its description. If ‘Overwrite’ indicates individual content within the same package, it should have the same number of ‘Overwrie’ field with Content-metadata. If it is applied to all the content in a package, it should be clearly specified in the description.

-
In case of updating or changing only the metadata, not the content itself, it is not covered by the current Manifest strcuture. This could be defined as a separate interface if it is appropriate.

-
AnyURI is not appropriate as type of ‘Service-id’. It is delivered through Content Management Service Activation process and then supposed to be used later for content upload. It should be string rather than AnyURI.
