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1 Reason for Contribution

The XDM Enabler is a needed resource to cover some of the agreed functionalities during the CMR functional specification. 

The following requirement mandates the need of the integration between XDM and CMR:

Also, some other requirements are subject to be resolved by the integration of XDM with CMR, but this is still for further discussion. The following is a non exhaustive list of requirements which MAY requirement the integration of CMR with XDM:

The proposal is to include XDM in the Introduction picture which shows the relationship between CMR and external Enablers. The access to the XMD resources is done via the aggregation proxy. The functionalities which are performed by CMR through the XDM Enabler are to be defined with later contributions to the AD/TS.
