3 Detailed Proposal

CMR client is resided in a UE. a UE maybe a mobile phone, a fixed telephone, a PDA, a notebook computer, or other electronic device. UE may access in the network by many technologies, .e.g. GSM, CDMA, GPRS, WiFi, LTE. Some UE support some telecom service and cannot add some new feature, .e.g. POTS. Some UE can add any new feature in it, .e.g. ‘smart phone’, and notebook computer.
The different UE supports different interfaces and functions. Especially some UE sold in market cannot update their software. CMR’s target is for mostly UE. So it would be considered the interface and function by UE supported. It is necessary to differentiate all UE type.
Here is a suggestion for classifying UE for CMR client:

Based on upon classification, it can be clearly specify some interface for UE class I, or for UE class II, or for UE class III. In other words, mandatory function and interface is specified for a UE type so interfaces and functions are not confused and lost.
Regarding CMR server, there are some servers that support CMR service both in CS and PS domain in present market. Furthermore, it is easier to update for CMR server than CMR client.
