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1 Reason for Change

During Macau meeting, it was agreed by the group to add the CMR Management Client component to the CMR architecture.

Some interfaces have similar function, like CMR-1 and CMR-2, CMR-5 and CMR-6, this contribution proposes to combine CMR-1 and CMR-2 to CMR-X1, CMR-5 and CMR-6 to CMR-X4.
This contribution also proposes to add a new interface CMR-X5 which is used for content upload and content metadata management.
The description of the interfaces need also be modified accordingly.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

CMR-X1 is equivalent to current CMR-3.
CMR-X2 is equivalent to current CMR-1 plus CMR-2.

CMR-X3 is equivalent to current CMR-4.

CMR-X4 is equivalent to current part of CMR-5(only content management)
CMR-X5 is equivalent to current CMR-5(except content management) plus CMR-6.

5.3.2 Interface
5.3.2.1 CMR-X1

CMR-X1 interface is a uni-direction interface between the CMR Server and CMR Client. 

Supported functionalities include:
· Transfer the presentation control requests and responses

· Deliver the CMR resources
5.3.2.2 CMR-X2
CMR-X2 is a uni-directional interface exposed by the CMR server to the CMR Management Client. It is used by the CMR Management Client to send service management requests initiated by a CMR user to the CMR server and receive the responses from the CMR Server.  The supported functionalities over CMR-X2 include:
· Resource management e.g.  purchase/copy/delete of the CMR resources related to a specific CMR user
· Preference management e,g, query/create/modify/delete the preference settings related to a specific CMR user
5.3.2.3 CMR-X3
The CMR-X3 is a uni-directional interface between the CMR Server and the CMR Enabled Applications to allow the CMR Enabled Applications  to:

· Request the CMR Server to present the CMR resources for  a particular user and receive the result of the presentation or the reference of the CMR resources to be presented 
· Query of CMR Resource which should be presented based on specified conditions

5.3.2.4 CMR-X4
CMR-X4 is a uni-directional interface exposed by the CMR server to the CMR Portal. It is used by the CMR Portal to send service management requests initiated by the SP/CMR user to the CMR server and receive the responses from the CMR Server. The supported functionalities over CMR-X4 include:

· Resource management e.g.  purchase/copy/delete of the CMR resources related to a specific CMR user

· Preference management e,g, query/create/modify/delete the preference settings related to a specific CMR user
· Subscription management for a specific CMR user

· Service management taken by the SP,.e.g. charging tariff management, system default settings  management.
5.3.2.5 CMR-X5
CMR-X5 is a uni-directional interface exposed by the CMR server to the CMR Portal. It is used by the CMR Portal to send the content management requests initiated by the CP/CMR user to the CMR server and receive the responses from the CMR Server. The supported functionalities over CMR-X5 include:

· Content upload/delete/modify
· Content metadata management e.g. add/delete/modify etc.
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
